The site is identified in the 
submitted Draft St Albans City 
and District Council Local 
Plan (Site H1 – North Hemel 
Hempstead Broad Location) 
to provide a new neighbourhood 
extension, with up to 1,500 
new homes. 

The site forms part of the proposed Hemel 
Garden Communities (HGC) and is located 
to the north east of Hemel Hempstead.
